1. You must have a Yahoo ID to take this class. If you do not already have one, go to Yahoo.com and sign up. Provide us your preferred email address for all class communication to enroll or sign up for this class 

2.  Once you have paid for class, you will receive an email invitation to your preferred email address from Yahoo, on behalf Patti Christie, education@thegabrielfoundation.org  to join the BBB online class at Yahoo.  Accept the invite and you will then be able to access the materials on TGF’s BBB Yahoo site. If you do not receive this invitation within 48 hours after enrolling please check your spam or junk folders. If you still do not have an invitation, please advise Patti.
3.  All of the reference material slideshows and lectures are located in the "Files" section on the left hand side of the Bird Basics home page at

 www.yahoogroups.com/birdiebasics. 

You will need Adobe Acrobat Reader to view them. If you can't open the lectures, go to www.adobe.com to download the version of Acrobat Reader that you 

need for your PC or Mac computer. There is no charge for this download.
Once you’re ready to proceed with the quiz part of the class, go to http://www.quia.com/pages/beyondbirdiebasics.html. You will also find this link on the left hand on the Yahoo BBB home page.
4. FYI, you will be able to email your BBB tutor at birdiebasics@yahoo.com. This location is for you to ask class-related questions, or if you need help accessing class materials or other information not found in our online class.
5. The Beyond Birdie Basics (BBB) curriculum consists of 3 sections: 
Section I contains four parts: A) Anatomy and Health, B) Food and Nutrition, C) Husbandry and Enrichment, and D) Behavior. 
You'll need to go to the BBB Yahoo site, click on “Files” and download the BBB slideshows and articles. These are in PDF format and provide the reference materials for this class.
Section I curriculum is located in four separate folders in the “Files” section at the Yahoo site. They are labeled Anatomy and Health, class materials part 1; Food and Nutrition, class materials part 2, Husbandry and Enrichment, class materials part 3, and Behavior, class materials, part 4.
You will be able to take the Quia quizzes as many times as you want, but your first attempt is what will be provided to TGF. Take the time to read the feedback provided you for additional important information.
We strongly encourage you to print each of the articles and slideshows along with your quizzes upon completion. Setting up a binder for all of these class materials makes a handy and invaluable reference library.
Section II consists of 10 essay questions, mandatory for all adopters and Long term Foster caregivers. Once you have completed Section 1, you will be able to move on to Section II. Your responses will be reviewed by one of TGF's selected tutors.
If you are an adopter or Long term Foster caregiver, you are required to complete this homework in order to adopt/ LT Foster a bird from The Gabriel Foundation. Upon successful completion of Parts I and II, you will receive TGF’s Certificate of Excellence. 

you must also complete the homework and questions in BBB Part II and submit them for review to TGF's selected tutor in order to receive your Certificate of Excellence even if you are NOT an adopter or are not interested in adoption or Long term Foster, 
You will receive a “Certificate of Attendance” only to indicate your participation in BBB if you take only Part 1 of this class.
Section III is mandatory for all adopters/ LT Fosters and must be completed within 60-90 days post adoption or LT Foster. 
The curriculum for this section consists of the most commonly asked questions and answers provided to adopters during the probationary adoption period. Your answers help us to continue to improve the BBB classes and adoption process. Once you have completed and submitted Section III, you will receive your final review and the Permanent Adoption/LT Foster Agreement
