for Pueblo Rescue, VA Macaws Rescue and McManus Rescue birds = 184 birds
1. Abaxis avian rotors (VetScan) for blood chemistries 
2. Exam gloves, non-latex (sm, med, lg) 
3. Sterile, cotton-tipped swabs 
4. Culturettes 
5. Microtainers (green and purple top with serum separator) 
6. Microcentrifuge tubes (no serum separator) 
7. Chlorhexidine concentrate 

8. Silver sulfadiazine cream 
9. Hematocrit tubes, heparinized (1.1-1.2 mm) 
10. Ora-Plus 
11. Disposable surgical gowns, booties, and caps * 
12. Disposable respirator masks * 
13. Anesthesia masks (size 0-5) with silicon diaphragm 
14. Stainless steel gavage needles (large-extra large) 
*These items are especially important while these animals are in quarantine.  Because we have limited staff, personnel must sometimes work in both the quarantine and with our healthy birds.  These items help us to protect our flock and keep everyone healthy until we know the full health status of the new birds.

 Our expanding flock has drastically increased our need for medical supplies and equipment.  As a result, the following supplies are at the top of our wish list in order to meet the needs of our current flock as well as the Pueblo, McManus and VA Rescue birds.  We understand that some of these items are costly, and thus may be difficult for individuals or clinics to donate.  However, we are very willing to accept any of these things used.  We are putting the word out in case clinics may have updated their equipment and are no longer using the old items, and just might be willing to donate.  We can certainly put these things to good use!

1. Heated isolettes (for critically ill patients) 

2. Surgical or exam room lights 
3. Pulse oximeter 
4. Tonopen 
5. ECG 
6. Doppler blood flow monitor (with small cuffs, 1.5-2.5 cm) 
7. Small incubator for bacterial or fungal cultures 
8. Water circulating heating pad with pump
