Tours of their state-of-the-art facilities in Elizabeth, CO are regularly scheduled on Wednesdays, Saturdays and Sundays with additional tours available by appointment. With 40,000 sq. ft. of indoor housing, along with outdoor flights and aviaries, the Aviary and Adoption Center has been designed for the complete well being of parrots. The facilities and services include an onsite veterinary clinic, two isolated quarantine rooms, an adoption room and visitor reception areas, "flight" school play areas and stand-alone flights for exercise and flight, spacious kitchen and food preparation areas and 24-7 onsite care.
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
